Overview

On November 14, 2021, President Biden signed the Infrastructure Investment and
Jobs Act (IIJA) into law. This contfinued the performance management
requirements that aimed to increase the safety of public roads covered by the
Highway Safety Improvement Program (HSIP). Targets for this performance
measure are established annually, and targets are adjusted for the calendar
year which are identified in §490 Subpart B and listed below.

1. Number of Fatalities

2. Rate of Fatalities per 100 million Vehicle Miles Traveled (VMT)

3. Number of Serious Injuries

4. Rate of Serious Injuries per 100 million Vehicle Miles Traveled (VMT)
5. Number of Non-Motorized Fatalities and Serious Injuries

As a Metropolitan Planning Organization (MPO), Metro COG is required by the
Federal Highway Administration (FHWA) to:

1. Agree to program projects in each state’s portion of the Metropolitan
Planning Area (MPA) to support the performance targets established by
the North Dakota State Department of Transportation (NDDOT) and/or

2. Establish MPO specific safety performance targets for all or some of the
above five measures.

After analysis of the data provided, Metro COG requests that the Policy Board
support the Minnesota Safety Performance Measure Targets.

Population Methodology

To see how the Minnesota portion of Metro COG’s MPA performed, a common denominator
was needed for the number of Fatalities and number of Serious Injuries. This common
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denominator used was the percentage of the population represented in our MPA. The data
was sourced from the American Community Survey 5-year average 2019 - 2023. For
Minnesota our MPA represents 2.35% percent of the total statewide population. If the
portion of the MN MPA actual performance was less than 2.35% of the statewide
performance, it was considered that the target was met.

To see how the North Dakota portion of Metro COG’s MPA performed we
needed to find a common denominator for the number of Fatalities and
number of Serious Injuries. This common denominator used was the percentage
of the population represented in our MPA. The data was sourced from the
American Community Survey 5-year average 2019 —2023. For North Dakota our
MPA represents 26.9% percent of the total statewide population. If the portion of
the ND MPA actual performance was less than 26.9% of the statewide
performance, it was considered that the target was met.
