5. 2050 Metropolitan Transportation Plan

Mr. Maddox began the presentation informing everyone there is a project
dashboard with data and congestion management on Metro COG's
website which is available any time someone wants to look things up. Mr.
Maddox infroduced Luke Chapman and Paul Morris from SRF.

Mr. Chapmansstarted the presentation discussing what the new and
refined goals are from the last meeting they presented. He commented
on the following:
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. Each chapter has clearer documentation

Chapter 2 — background and analysis of Performance Measures 1,
2,and 3

Chapter 3 — Overlap with National Planning Factors, goals, and
objectives clean up

Chapter 4 — Added environmental mitigation strategies

Chapter 5 — Project pipeline policy guidance, fiscal constraint

The appendix has been updated

Mr. Morris stated the Congestion ManagementProcess (CMP) is part of
the 2050 MTP.

Comments and Questions received from members:

What goes into the safety and maintenance score? Developed
goals, policies, and scoring strategies.

The growth rate is discussed on page 18 and other places, and it
looks confusing.

Performance measures are hard to understand on graphs 26-27.
The graphs on page 30 compared to the table on page 29 and it
isn't easy to understand.

The functional classification'map on figure 10 may need a date so it
is easier fo understand when'something isn't listed. It may not have
been discussed atf the time of the MTP.

Moorhead tracks roads and there isn't anything showing that with
the comment on pavement conditions on page 41.

Pages 44-45 talk about bridges. State and Federal have different
guidelines, how do we know how it is tracked?¢ Appendix B would
have information.

The comment on page 52 regarding a designated truck route
seems weird.

Page 92 discusses projected trips and vehicle miles traveled. Going
up 66% on vehicles traveled would be an issue.

The flood plain on figure 31 doesn't seem accurate.

There isn't a comment stating we aren’t supposed to protect
stormwater from our streets as that is where it is supposed to go.
Asked if we are proposing a different functional class from Federal
Highway Administratione Mr. Maddox stated a category called
“Local Collector” was created because MNDOT wouldn't agree to
some of ours.
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e Strategy outlined on selecting projects is okay for basic strategy but
there may be other reasons to change it. May want to be sure
there is no expectation that we just follow it.

e Disappointed the MTP went out to the public before the jurisdictions
get a chance to look at it.

e The TTC board should receive a finished project to vote on.

e May need to regroup with MNDOT as there has been a lot of
turnover.

e A written list of comments were received from the City of Moorhead
staff fo be incorporated into the MTP document.

The Public Participation Plan was followed for the process. The
documentation was sent on April 2nd for review. Any comments received
will be noted to the Policy Board.

A public notice was published on Wednesday,
March 26, 2025, and comments will be accepted until 12:00 noon on Thursday,
April 10, 2025. As of today, ho comments have been received.

Federal funding was removed by Policy Board in
February.

4. Modification of Project 3254049: West Fargo reconstruction of shared-
use path and pedestrian ramps of 8 Street West (2025). Additional

The Fargo-Moorhead Metropolitan Council of Governments (Metro COG) will

hold a public meeting both in person and via Zoom Video Communications on
Thursday, May 8, 2025 at 10:00 AM to consider public comments regarding a
proposed amendment to the 2025-2028 Transportation Improvement Program
(TIP) for the FM Metropolitan Area. The proposed amendment to the 2025-2028
TIP reflects modified federally funded projects within the Metropolitan Planning
Area (MPA).

A public notice was published in the Forum of Fargo-Moorhead on Wednesday,
April 23, 2025, which advertised the public meeting, detailed how to request
more information, and provided information on how to submit public comments
regarding the proposed amendment. The public notice advertised that public
comments will be accepted until 12:00 noon on Thursday, May 8, 2025. As of the
writing of this memo, no written comments have been received.

Re: 2025-2026 UPWP Administrative Amendment #1

With new processes and procedures being initiated for Unified Planning Work
Program (UPWP) reporting and the elimination of the “carryover” of unused
Consolidated Planning Grant (CPG) funds from one year to the next, it became
apparent that a minor amendment to Metro COG's 2025-2026 UPWP would be
required during the first or second quarter of the current year to make some
minor adjustments to planning projects and staff hours in the 2025-2026 UPWP.

Figure 10 in the 2025-2026 UPWP details staff hours by program area and it was
noticed that staff hours in some areas were higher than others when Metro COG
submitted its First Quarter Report to NDDOT. This table is now included in our
Quarterly & Annual Reports to NDDOT and is another tool to help us better tfrack
our expenditures throughout the year. The single largest difference was noticed
in the placement of staff hours for the Dilworth Comprehensive Plan in both the
700 and 1000 program areas when they should have been in the 1000 program
area only. A closer look at all program areas, revealed other areas that needed
minor adjustments going forward from the First Quarter of the year, particularly in
the number of staff hours used for the 2050 Metropolitan Transportation Plan
update. The table below shows the staff hours and budget amounts for
program areas for 2025 from the current UPWP.

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The table below shows the proposed adjusted staff hours and budget amounts
which would be utilized going forward in the current 2025 budget year. The
overall total of staff hours did not change. While some program area amounts
changed only slightly, some did not change at all.

NDDOT's annual requirement and elimination of “carryover” of unused CPG
funds required us to program specific funding amounts for projects to be
expended during that particular year. Without the ability to carry over unused
project funds from one year to the next, this becomes more of an art than a
science. The attached table (Agenda Item 6 — Attachment 1) details all of
Metro COG's currently active planning projects.

The first column with dollar amounts, Column “3", shows the dollar amounts
currently programmed in the 2025-2026 UPWP for these programs. The next
column (“4") shows the total amount of funding which would be needed to
complete the project. These amounts are based on a number of factors,
including the amounts programmed and expended in 2024, and estimates from
the consultants and the Metro COG Project Manager, necessary to complete
the project. With the beginning of 2025, some projects were better positioned
funding-wise than others.

The next two columns (“5” and “6") show proposed decreases and increases in
programmed funding amounts necessary to complete the projects. The column
that follows to the right (*7") shows what the newly programmed amounts for
each project would be in 2025. You will notice that the totals for columns “3”
and “7" area equal and the total of the numbers of increases and decreases in

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columns “5" and “6" are equal. The intent here is to show that there is no overall
increase in CPG funding, but a redistribution of existing funds to existing projects
in order to complete them.

Metro COG staff, in consultation with Cass County and the City of Horace, has
asked the consultant to pause all work on the West Metro Perimeter Highway
Corridor Study (project #208) in order to allow time to resolve issues the City of
Horace has raised with the study. In doing so, the project, which was expected
to be completed in the Fourth Quarter of this year, may extend into 2026, which
would require programming of additional funds in 2026. Metro COG staff feels
that this is perhaps the best path forward for all parties involved for now.

Last, but certainly not least, the column at the far right of the table (“8") shows
expected dates of completion for projects by Quarter. Metro COG staff is
proposing to extend six of the projects out one quarter in order to provide
adequate time for review of final reports or plans prior to adoption. Some
projects are currently on track for their estimated completion date and do not
require change at the present time. The two ATAC projects (projects #201 and
#205) are intended to be phased, three-year projects, and for the time being,
Metro COG will take a "*wait and see” approach with the West Metro Perimeter
Highway Corridor Study (project #208) to see how it proceeds.

These proposed changes will not result in an overall increase of staff hours or
CPG funding and will allow Metro COG to continue ongoing work on planning
projects currently underway. Since this is a new process, Metro COG will take
guidance and direction from our oversight agencies as to how these proposed
changes would be incorporated into the current 2025-2026 UPWP document, if
approved.

Requested Action: Recommend approval of the proposed minor changes to
Metro COG'’s 2025-2026 Unified Planning Work Program to the Policy Board.
